ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
Chapter I   General Provisions

Article 1
The name of the Company is DA DA CO., LTD. and incorporated in accordance with the Company Act.

Article 2
The Business scopes are as following:
1. F119010 Wholesale of Electronic Materials

2. F113050 Wholesale of Computing and Business Machinery Equipment

3. ZZ99999 All business items that are not prohibited or restricted by law, except those that are subject to special approval.

Article 3
The Company’s head office shall be situated in New Taipei City. The board of directors may decide to establish branch offices in or outside the Republic of China (ROC) if necessary.

Article 4
Announcements of the Company shall be made in accordance with Article 28 of the Company Act.
Charter II   Shares

Article 5
The Company’s total capital is authorized at NT$1,000,000, which is divided into 100,000 shares with a value of NT$10 per share issued in full amount
.

Article 6
The Company shall issue registered share certificates, be signed or sealed by three or more board directors, and be certified in accordance with laws before they can be issued.

Article 7
The entries in the shareholders' roster shall not be altered within 30 days prior to the convening date of a regular shareholders' meeting, or within 15 days prior to the convening date of a special shareholders' meeting, or within 5 days prior to the target date fixed by the issuing Company for distribution of dividends, bonus or other benefits. 

Chapter III   Shareholders' Meetings
Article 8
Shareholders’ meeting shall be of the following two kinds: regular meeting and special meeting. The regular meeting shall be held at least once a year, called by the board of directors in accordance with laws and held within six months after the close of each fiscal year; the special meeting shall be held when necessary.
Article 9
A shareholder may appoint a proxy to attend a shareholders' meeting in his/her/its behalf by executing a power of attorney printed by the company stating therein the scope of power authorized to the proxy.

Article 10
A shareholder shall have one right power in respect of each share in his/her/its possession. However, the shares shall have no voting right under the circumstances that the share(s) are held by the issuing Company itself in accordance with the laws. 

Article 11
Resolutions at a shareholders' meeting shall, unless otherwise provided for in the Company Act, be adopted by a majority vote of the shareholders present, who represent more than one-half of the total number of voting shares.
Article 12
When the Company is organized by a single government shareholder or a single juristic person shareholder, the functional duties and power of the shareholders' meeting of the Company shall be exercised by its board of directors, to which the provisions governing the shareholders' meeting as set out in this Articles of Incorporation shall not apply.
Chapter IV   Directors and Supervisors

Article 13
The Company shall have 3 directors and 1 supervisor, to be elected by the shareholders' meeting from among the persons with disposing capacity.  The term of office of the directors and the supervisor shall be three years, and they shall be eligible for re-election.

Article 14
The board of directors is organized by directors. The board of directors shall elect a chairman of the board directors from among the directors by a majority vote at a meeting attended by over two-thirds of the directors.  The chairman of the board of directors shall externally represent the Company.  

Article 15
If the chairman of the board of directors is on leave or if, for any cause, he is unable to perform the duties, the proxy shall act in accordance with Article 208 of the Company Act.

Article 16
The remuneration of directors and supervisor shall be determined by a meeting of shareholders. The remuneration can be paid on the basis of the general level in the same industry; regardless the Company has operating profits or losses.
Chapter V   Managerial Personnel
Article 17
The Company may have managerial personnel, whose appointment, discharge and compensation shall be made in accordance with Article 29 of the Company Act.
Chapter VI   Accounting

Article 18
At the end of each fiscal year, the board of directors shall prepare the business report, the financial statements, and the proposals on distribution of profits or covering of losses, and shall submit these to the shareholders’ meeting for its ratification.
Article 19
The ratio of dividend is set at an annual rate of 10%.  However, the Company shall not pay dividends, if there is no surplus earnings.
Article 20
When the Company makes profits after the end of each fiscal year, it shall set aside 10% (or ten thousands dollars) as employees’ compensation. Provided that the Company shall reserve a sum to make up accumulated losses beforehand if the Company has accumulated any such losses.

Article 21
At the end of each fiscal year, the Company, after providing for income taxes and making up any accumulated losses, shall set aside 10% of its net profits as statutory surplus reserve.  All the remainder, after paying shareholders’ dividends, shall be distributed on the basis of a resolution adopted at the shareholders’ meeting to declare shareholders’ bonus.
Article 22
The Company Act shall be referred to for matters not covered in this Articles of Incorporation.

Article 23
The Articles of Incorporation was established in January 1, 2012.
The first amendment was made on February 1, 2012.

The second amendment was made on June 2, 2015.

The chairman of the board of directors shall externally represent the Company.
